11™ May 1994 WHSQRC Phil Dobson shared in a house
group meeting attended by
Malcolm Kyte. “The Holy Spirit
touched people powerfully —
some fell across the room —
(Malcolm) fell over the arm of a
sofa and knocked two people
onto the floor in the process! One
person was healed that night.

12™ May 1994 Report in archive drawer “God’s word for Prophetic Word given by Ursula
Queens Road Musicians and Singers” Davies: - “My Word for you as
musicians is not just to
accompany the worship. You
have such an important part in
the worship, but | don’t want you
to think that you stand out [i.e. as
performers] But you are to me a
sweet smelling savour, as your
music comes to me from your
heart.

Don'’t be mechanical in your
playing and singing but know that

We had meetings here
where the power of God was so
tangible you only had to put your
hand up to pray for a person and
they would fall down. People
were so powerfully affected they
appeared to be drunk — we had
exactly the same experience as
the believers in Acts 2. ....some
people (were) so overwhelmed
by the power of the Holy Spirit
they had to be helped out of the
building — even carried out —
sometimes we had to use
wheelchairs to get rid of people!”

January 1995 WHSQRC

Malcolm Kyte made second visit
to Philippines — the Filipinos
dubbed the move of the Holy
Spirit (known in London as the
Toronto Blessing) “The London
Holy Ghost”

In one church, in a remote area,
with no phone lines or bank 150 -
200 believers experienced the
power of the Holy Spirit. “ People
were crying, worshipping, falling
on top of one another”
